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The research results can be divided into two categories: the first is
concerned with French decolonisation policy. France turned to decolonisation policy in 1954 over
North African issues and this resulted in the decolonisation of overseas territories in Sub-Saharan
Africa and, ultimately, in the simultaneous independence of those territories in 1960. The second
category deals with the aftermath of the Suez Crisis. Previous works have argued that after the
Crisis, Britain was forced to withdraw its troops because of pressure from the United States and
international society, and to accept a major decline of influence in the Middle East. However, this
research emphasises that Britain was able to minimise the retreat by obtaining support from the
United States and the United Nations.
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
