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In order to explore experiences related to negative social support and its

impacts on mothers of infants and/or preschoolers in Japan, we conducted qualitative studies (26
participants, including mothers and other key people involved in the child s care) and nationwide
internet surveys (participants: 4,700 mothers of infants and/or preschoolers, 100 from each
prefecture of Japan). Owing to negative support experiences, one out of every four to five mothers
hesitated consulting with or did not want to rely on medical professionals or parenting support
providers during their pregnancy and child-rearing. To further examine this, we also created a scale
for measuring the mothers® capacity to receive support.

Further, since a follow-up survey was conducted four months after the first nationwide internet
survey (which was conducted immediately prior to the COVID-19 outbreak), we explored mothers
negative social support experiences related to COVID-19 and the subsequent impacts.
