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The ﬁurpose of this research is to clarify how developed country collaborate
with developing countries through educational development project.The authors analyzed relationship
between educational challenges and sociocultural contexts in Myanmar, the Philippines, Palestine,

Cambodia and some other countries.A number of challenges were identified, including power imbalance

between students and teachers, regional gaps in the educational environment school systems that are
over reliant on the effort of teachers and the dissemination of new educational methods.

In addition, the authors clarified that it is necessary to make a long-term commitment, support

collaboration between different organizations, consider the layer of development project and mutual

communication among people who are involved in the project were indicated.
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
