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This study aimed to clarify the relationship between British
administration of Weihaiwei and Britain’ s foreign policy toward China. By focusing on Britain’ s
recognition of affairs in East Asia, this study tried to exemplify the process through which the
domestic policy in the territory, which was inexorably intertwined with the home governments
relations with China, was put through.
Due to the COVID-19 pandemic researches in foreign countries had been severely restricted for three
years from 2020. However, using resources collected before several academic works were published,
and another project developed from this study was adopted as Grant-in-Aid for Scientific Research C
from 2023.
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
