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The concept of modality as employed by Bergson is analyzed from various
perspectives, yielding three significant findings. Firstly, it has been demonstrated that the notion
of virtuality holds minimal significance within Bergson®s philosophy, contrasting sharply with the
importance attributed to it in Deleuze®s interpretation of Bergson. Secondly, Bergson®s critique of
possibility was reconstructed, revealing its underlying assumptions and implicit premises. Thirdly,

Bergson®s justification for the concept of image was examined, showing that he relies on the
traditional principle that if it is inconceivable that P, it is impossible that P, a principle which

has its roots in early modern philosophy. It should be noted that these findings have been
published in English in a handbook and a peer-reviewed journal.
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
