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As a result of the research hitherto, besides the book publication for
the public, such as Ontology of Dream and Rainbow, living body, time and reality, several papers
about the topics of biology, time and the economy in Leibniz have been printed in the national- and
international journals for philosophy during this period. And the almost the same number of the
presentations about these topics have been done in the international conferences as well as in those

in Japan. In addition, a Japanese translation of original Latin about medical text written by
Leibniz was published for the first time. These activities surely contribute to Leibniz study both
in explicating the historical contexts and in interpreting the actuality of Leibniz’ s philosophy.
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
