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This research examined the dynamics of the politics of remembrance and
mechanisms of collective remembering in the Southern Cone of Latin America that generated "cultural
memory" of the military dictatorship in in post-transition era. Not only the local collective memory

formation and collective recall were focused, but also how local memory formation was connected and
re-contextualized articulating with global memory discourses (Holocaust, for example). Analyzing
the representational strategies of "Museum of Memories", it also examined political strategies on
Memory in works of arts. This study analyzed the discourse on the new social movements as well that
have developed while using memory culture as a political resource, including local "psy" culture (as
given cultural psychoanalytic tradition) and its discursive strategies.
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
