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This research project investigates the use of spaces to separate Korean
words, in particular how Japanese students learning Korean use spaces, the errors they make, and
methods of instruction for proper use of spaces. The results of this research project include the
following: (1) papers analyzing errors made by Japanese students learning Korean, considering the
use of spaces between words, methods of instruction for proper use of spaces, the impact of online
dictionary tools on the writing of Japanese students learning Korean, as well as the survey
examining the attitudes of Japanese learners and Korean teachers toward the use of spaces, were
published; (2) an international symposium on Hangul orthography was hosted; and (3) a conference
presentation on the use of spaces to separate Korean words was given, in particular how Japanese

students learning Korean actually separate the words, causes of their errors, and methods of proper
instruction.
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
