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Analysis of land ownership of "The Japanese settlers in colonial Korea™ in
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In this study, | aimed to present the concrete actual situation regarding
the land ownership of ‘ The Japanese settlers in colonial Korea’ through the analysis of the land
register of Daegu City, South Korea, which was created during the Japanese colonial rule. The main
achievements can be summarized in the following three points.

1) By investigating the land ledgers kept in Daegu City and National Archives, Busan, | collected
all the data of the 36 administrative districts where ' The Japanese settlers in colonial Korea

lived. 2) Through the collected data, | made an effort to clarify the actual situation regarding
land ownership by analyzing the status and changes in their land ownership. 3) Furthermore, by

classifying the results by year and by administrative area, | analyzed the characteristics of land
ownership of ‘ The Japanese settlers in colonial Korea’ in Daegu City.
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
