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Europe®s Diversification of Banking Regulation: Verification of Regulatory
Diversity through Historical Archives of the UK and France
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This study elucidated the diverse approaches of banking supervision between
the UK and France through a historical aspect. 1 examined the precious archives of the Bank of
England, The National Archives, La Banque de France, and the Bank for International Settlements.
These analyses clarified that the British approach had been a discretionary and non-statute basis
even though the UK enacted the Ffirst Banking Act in 1979. Because of the its role as a harbinger of
banking supervisor and its use of a cutting-edge methodology, the UK could lead the international
harmonisation through a non-binding manner to integrate a vital discipline at the conference of
Basel Committee on Banking Supervision. On the other hand, France®s approach had been a legislative
one which was consequently suitable to the Europe®s banking legislation such as the First Banking
Directive in 1977. Regarding the harmonisation of banking supervision, the study could contribute to

the progress of internatinal cooperation.
