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When considering the scope of public education, (lI) state supervision, (11)
school autonomy, (I11) participation by parents, students and teachers, (1V) pedagogical freedom
form a practical range and limitation today. State supervision has shifted from direct intervention
to indirect control. Participation has become diversified and complicated from the school level to
the state level. There are more and more diverse actors such as clubs, youth carers and non-profit
foundations that regulate the scope of public education from outside the school.
