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Does flipped classroom between interprofessional faculty members improve
physical assessment skills?

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In a community comprehensive care system, accurate diagnosis based on
physical assessment/health assessment and assessment skills for planning appropriate medical care
based on this assessment are required. In this study, we evaluated whether reversed teaching
(e-learning materials + teaching) improved individual physical assessment skills in
multi-professional (doctors, nurses, and pharmacists) and health assessment skills in
multi-professional teams. The reversed teaching approach was able to improve professional
collaboration practice competencies not only immediately after the teaching intervention, but also
after three months. More advanced cognitive activities could be practiced with Bloom"s taxonomy.
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
