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Development of experimental prevention using Daikenchuto for extremely severe
neonatal necrotizing enteritis
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Neonatal necrotizing enterocolitis ("NEC™) model rats were modified and
severely affected, and Daikenchuto®s Dosing protocols were determined for each dose. After that,
actual dosing experiments were conducted. The intestinal tracts removed from rats after sacrifice
death were analyzed histologically to determine the relationship between the severity of NEC and the

dose of Daikenchuto. We also quantified the inflammatory cytokines and nuclear proteins in the
tissues and assessed their correlation with the dose of Daikenchuto.
The results showed that (1) Daikenchuto administration reduced the grade of NEC based on
histological evaluation tendency, and (2) high doses (1.0 g/kg/day) of Daikenchuto significantly
reduced the incidence of NEC. improvement and (3) significantly reduced the incidence of
IL-6-positive cells.
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
