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The purgose of this study was to understand the actual conditions of
fathering of children with disabilities and to build a support program.

Since it was difficult to obtain a collaborator for the father of a medical care child, which was
initially planned, the scope of coverage was expanded and interviews were conducted with the father
of a child with developmental disabilities and the day service business office manager for child
development and after school. | tried to understand the actual situation by doing. As a result, it
was shown that fathers had few opportunities to interact with professionals and wanted to improve
their knowledge of disabilities and child-rearing skills.

Based on the above, as a childcare support program for fathers, a seminar on new attitude
maintenance theory and technology was held, with a total of 78 professionals, with 10 families
participating.
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
