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This study aimed to develop a nursing care model for supporting the
transition to school among children with developmental disorders and their families. The analysis
resulted in the discovery of nursing care practices for supporting the transition to school in this
population, including respecting the strengths and wishes of the child and their family, supporting
the child’ s transition to self-care, supporting the child’ s acquisition of a new role and social
skills during the transition process, envisioning a path that will allow the child to continue to be

themselves while supporting their capacity to see things through, supporting the family structure,
and preparing support systems to secure the child’ s future with particular attention to the
transition from school to society. These results suggest the need to provide diverse and seamless
support with a foundation of multidisciplinary collaboration.
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
