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This study examines one aspect of Japanese society"s acceptance of music
culture in colonial Korea (1910-1945), using music-related articles and advertisements in the Keijo
Nippo (Gyeongseong Ilbo) and the music programs of the Keijo Broadcasting Station as a guide. The
most significant achievement during the whole research period was the compilation of a * Catalogue
of Music-related Articles and Advertisements in the Keijo Nippo(

) " . This clarified the overall status of musical activities by Japanese residents in Korea and
expanded the framework of Japanese and Korean music history by investigating the relationship
between ruling power and culture in music and cultural history.
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
