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The research project seeks to provide a conceptual model of the legal order
that has been developed in the age of globalization by employing the concept of “ institution” , and
to address some issues relating to this central topic. Paying special attention to the legal
institutions and practices on which globalization has had a huge impact, and learning especially
from the “ institutional theory of law” Neil MacCormick elaborated, the project has formulated a “
inter-institutional” model of legal order with clarifying its methodological presuppositions,
constructing a form of legal reasoning that fits the model, and proposing a set of principles that
structures the order.
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
