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Public housing residents seem to be organized into residents’ associations,
but the results of this study demonstrated that some residents don’ t participate in residents
associations activities even with no constraints to do that. By contrast, the participation in
residents’ associations activities has an aspect of self-defense against hostile action by other
residents. As a result, residents’ associations activities become a mere shell easily and it is
hared for residents to have a sense of community. These findings suggested that it is high on the

agenda of community work to decrease distrust of other residents and to promote interaction between
Residents and the Neighborhood.
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
