Buddha. Besides shedding further light on the context of his intellectual formation, 1 also have,
from the perspective of topics such as morality, history, self-cultivation and doctrinal studies,
managed to depict Murakami®s contributions to the development of "Japanese Buddhism” as a modern
discourse. | have produced a comprehensive catalogue of Murakami Sensho®s works (which encompass
forty years of academic and religious activities), and completed an edited volume which will serve
as an introduction to his life and thought.
