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Through this project, it was clarified that international students (1S)"s
generalized trust toward Japanese people have significant effects on deceasing their feelings of
stress and improvment of sense of acceptance in japan; whereas ther group identification toward
same-language speakers increased their feelings of stress and their genernalized trust toward
other-language speakers had no effects on their improvment of sense of acceptance. Addiionally, for
non-Chinese students, their group identification toward in-group members had no relationship with
their social support received from same-language speakers. Furthermore, 1Ss from mainland China and
other ISs had different perceptions of the COVID-19 pandemic and used different media to collect
relevant information and relieved their anxieties, and social support from Japanese people had
significant effects on their anxiety-relieving behaviors.
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
