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This project aims at finding the determinants of the so-called "Mexican
paradox™, which refers to the low economic growth despite of the active economic liberalization and
globalization policies, by focusing on the Japanese automobile industry in Mexico as a case study.
The outcomes over the project period consist of 5 academic books and articles (including 2 English
articles) and 9 academic presentations and seminars (including 2 international conferences).

The two academic articles published in Latin America Report of IDE-JETRO are made available to the
public online. 1 was also invited to give some business seminars, for example at Keidanren (Japan
Federation of Economic Organization), which enabled me to share the insights of my study on the
recent Mexican economy with the society in general.
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
