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A research on the notion of right "to be forgotten™ and its place in the system
of civil law
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The purpose of this research is to clarify the significance and scope of the

concept of right "to be forgotten" in Japanese law, while comparing French law and EU law. In
Japan, the Supreme Court adjudicated on the question of deletion of search results from Google and
deletion of tweets from Twitter. Based on both judgements, we compared the resolution on Japanese
law with the solution on French law and EU law, and examined a solution of cases where a decision
has not yet been made under Japanese law (deletion of self-published information and deletion after
death of the data subject) by presenting and analyzing the solution of French law and EU law. By
this research, we have presented a possible development of the right "to be forgotten” and privacy
right in Japanese law.
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
