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School Education that Fosters Hope: A Focus on Evaluative Behaviors of Teachers
and Children
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This research aims to clarify teaching methods that nurture children
without hampering their hopes for the future.
Firstly, it was found that the presence or absence of hope for the future among children in
Japan is largely influenced by factors such as interpersonal relationships within the family and the
acquisition of "non-cognitive abilities" like "decision-making skills and self-determination”
rather than their family"s economic situation or narrow interpretations of "academic ability".
Next, as a method to cultivate hope in children, this study examined the educational
significance of creating an environment where children are given the autonomy to express their own
thoughts as well as determine the learning content and setting.
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
