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Despite this research project being exploratory and lasting only 18
months, its outcomes were substantial; it resulted in the publication of 42 academic papers (of
which, 31 were peer-reviewed, and 21 had international co-authorship), 12 reports for international
conferences, and four research books written in English.

Strenuous efforts were also made to further international collaboration in research, with
international conferences held jointly with a number of Pacific Rim universities. In addition,
principal investigator Professor Shigeyuki Hamori was guest editor of a special issue of the
Journal of Risk and Financial Management, entitled “ Empirical Finance” .
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
