This project aimed at exploring the way to avoid “ over-consumed
grandparenthood” drawing on data from cross-national qualitative surveys. Some of childcare support
policies in Japan assume grandparents as childcare support agents, which might lead to “
over-consumed grandparenthood” on the early stages of grandparent trajectory. Cross-national
qgualitative surveys conducted in this study indicate that giving social and cultural legitimacy to
such grandparenting as doesn’ t mobilize all social resources of grandparents to support parents in
childrearing could be a necessary condition to prevent the “ over-consumed grandparenthood.”
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
