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This research identified barriers to women"s participation in politics

through a survey of Diet members, local political party organizations, and voters. We found that the

ideal candidate image is masculinized in the nomination process, and that the expectation of
facetime, especially in Japan, is a barrier for women with time constraints. In addition,men are
more likely to be exempt from caregiving responsibilities in Japan than in Korea or Taiwa. As for
anti-harassment measures, there is an urgent need to establish an effective consultation system.
Quotas are a means of increasing the number of women Diet members, but we also found that voter
support would increase if it became known that quotas have been introduced in many countries and
that quotas do not increase the number of incompetent representatives.
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
