Regarding multi-generational spaces and programs, we reviewed 466 cases
nationwide and conducted a mail survey for 95 successful cases. Through analyzing the responses from
83 cases, we revealed a correlation between the duration of multi-generational initiatives and a
consistent level of activity frequency. Additionally, based on interviews conducted with 28
successful cases, we found that effective operations involved administrators having a clear vision
for the activities, conscious efforts to facilitate participant engagement, habitual information
sharing, and the examination of areas for improvement. Building upon these results, we developed
training programs and educational materials for creating multi-generational spaces and conducted
on-site and online training sessions.
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
