Kyushu National Museum, which exhibits Japanese history in relation to the
histories of Asian countries, cooperates restoration projects of precious Asian cultural properties
abroad. In this research, we have conducted surveys about production and restoration techniques of
traditional Asian cultural properties in order to obtain useful basic information for proper
restoration planning. We researched materials and techniques for restoration of traditional cultural

properties in Thailand, Indonesia, Myanmar, Vietnam, Inner Mongolia, to know unique materials and
methods adapted to the climates and culture of each area. After Covid 19 pandemic, we conducted
online meetings and seminars with conservators and restorators of traditional Asian cultural
properties in Singapore and United Kingdom, and recognized merge of traditional ideas and Western
principles. Also we analyzed and applied lye of wood ashes, a traditional material, for conservation
treatment of flood-damaged adhered documents.
