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This research has focused on working class art education in Victorian
England, and how it has had an influence on decorative art and on creating communities.

The institutions and movements that were the subjects of analysis include the Working Men®"s
College, Industrial Schools, the University Extension Movement and Toynbee Hall. The research
analyzed the educational methods and contents adopted by John Ruskin, Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood
members, and William Morris, and how their educational methods and ideals impacted both decorative
art and the Arts and Crafts Movement.

Furthermore, the research undertaken has revealed that art education in the Victorian Era continued

to maintain its strong influence on the concept of the "creative city” in the 20th century, and
indeed on the role of art in regenerating our society during the current pandemic.
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
