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Global Entanglement of Dyeing Designs: A Case Study of "Kimono" Culture
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In order to examine the global expansion of "kimono culture,” which can
hardly be seen in the conventional history of "kimono"™ and the history of Kyoto industry, this study
focuses on the following three points: (1) printed fabrics exported from Kyoto to Asia and Africa
in the early 20th century, (2) the birth and global popularization of aloha shirts made of kimono

fabrics in Hawaii, and (3) the sukajan and happy coat, which were developed as souvenirs for
foreigners after World War Il--their establishment in Japan and their relationship with youth

culture.
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
