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In an attempt to elucidate the reality of the avant-garde art movements in
postwar Japan that are attracting international attention in recent years, this study focuses on the
diary from 1945 to 1955 of Yamaguchi Katsuhiro (1928-2018), one of the key members of the artist
group Experimental Workshop that was formed in 1951 in Tokyo. We digitized and transcribed the
diary. This study examines and verifies its contents by checking them against the materials about
related artists and contemporary publications. We published the transcription with explanatory
notes, held a symposium attended by researchers in the field, and outlined the challenges in, and an
outlook on, new ways of research on postwar avant-garde art in Japan.
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
