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This research project investigated and analyzed the strategies used by
magazines and writers to gain readers during the process of the establishment of Chukansyousetusi in
the publishing market and their growth into a media group with a huge readership. Particularly
noteworthy findings were the writers® attempts to appeal to readers with a literary background in
the genre that flourished during this period, and the issues related to the changes of writing
policies of some writers in response to the characteristics of the magazines in which they were
published. These findings revealed some aspects of the actual situation in which magazines, writers,
and readers interfered with each other in the development of the Showa-era media.
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
