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The Eurpose of this research project was to define the concept of "logical
imagination™ as a thinking ability which can be cultivated by reading literary texts. The empirical
data gained from English classes, in which some short stories were used as reading materials,
incorporating group discussions or translation activities were analyzed; as a result, it has

clarified the nature of "logical imagination® as imaginative power firmly based on logical reasoning
and thinking.
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
