3)We’ ve published a book, The Trail of the Art Marchant, Tadamasa HAYASHI(1853-1906) : torn between
Paris at the end of the 19th century and Japan at the Meiji Era, (Fujiwara Shoten, 2022) under
co-authorship, in which we’ ve published the primary photos and the achievement of KIGI' s long time
research (1) and the results of TAKATO' s considerations (2).
