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This study examines the role of popular culture both in the writing process
of Marcel Proust®s novel "In Search of Lost Time" and in its reception by subsequent generations. In
particular, the process of inscribing the literary theme of criminal investigation and the
representation of posters in the novel were clarified. The problems of visual adaptation of his
novel were also examined, and references to Proust in contemporary films and novels were also
studied and their tendencies clarified.
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
