Surveys were conducted in multiple Catholic communities, both in Japan and
overseas. The survey results revealed the following: 1) From the Meiji period to the period of high
economic growth, Nagasaki Catholics migrated both domestically and overseas due to multiple
socio-economic historical factors. 2) Migration to South America was based on religious conviction.
In this way, many Nagasaki Catholic communities were established both in Japan and overseas, and the

vocabulary of religious life handed down from their ancestors was maintained in each region.
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
