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One of the main achievements of this study is the publication of the paper
in the international journal, which formulates the main hypothesis of this study, namely the "
labeling for linearization" hypothesis. Furthermore, a number of related studies covering a wide
range of phenomena were presented at domestic and international conferences. The phenomena include:
the structure of syntactic amalgams in Japanese and English, sluicing with adjectival remnants,
ellipsis in coordinated wh-questions in English and Japanese, N"-deletion and theta-role assignment
in nominal clauses in Japanese, the nature of null operator found in Japanese and English
tough-constructions, licensing of grammatical Case with main focus of nominative-subject
constructions in Japanese, and certain mismatches found in antecedent-contained sluicing in English
and genuine sluicing in Japanese. Some of these presentations have been published as papers.
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
