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* Information literacy in times of disaster’ is defined as a sequence of
(1) acquiring information, (2) confirming the reliability of information, and (3) transmitting
information, and research was conducted to develop teaching methods in Japanese language education.
The study revealed that in information literacy, learners have more difficulty in confirming the
reliability of information and transmitting information than in acquiring information, and that it
is important to incorporate this into Japanese language teaching. The inclusion of international
co-curricular activities was also effective for this purpose. The survey also suggested that these
skills should not only be required of learners, but that it is necessary to promote the concept of "
easy Japanese" and to work to increase the information literacy of society as a whole.
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
