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The purpose of this study is to clarify the relationship between (1) the
regional youth party movement (rural area) and (2) the student social movement (urban area) after
World War 1. Specifically, (1) the relationship between the regional youth parties in Ehime and Oita

prefectures and the general election, and (2) the ideas and movements of Teruaki Tadokoro, a ™
theorist" of the "Kensetsusya-Domei (Constructors®™ Alliance)," were set as examples and themes. As a

result, it was confirmed that the regional youth party movement became active around 1924 to 25,
and that the student social movement started to approach the rural areas at that time.
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
