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In this research, I considered multigenerational collaboration aiming for
fostering communication that responds to the multilayered and expansive nature of older adults
interactions based on the comparative cultural perspective on the practices and challenges improving

the wellbeing of older adults living with dementia in the U.S. and Japan, including the period of
the crisis of coronavirus infection.

Varieties of relational experience woven with older adults at the core deeply connected to the
well-being of people of all generations that reorganize their lives under changing circumstances in
their lifecycle. Therefore, | presented thoughts and practices towards developing aging (age)
-friendly communities in terms of enrichment of living time and environment for people to
communicate and discuss lifestyle and culture traditions, not just caring for older adults.
