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In the modern international economy, not only treaty disciplines, but also
standards and norms of a non-binding nature created by private organizations and others have a
significant influence. This study investigates the actual conditions of the creation and functioning
of these norms, develops a theoretical framework that can comprehensively incorporate them, and
examines their specific normative structures and social problems. In particular, the study relied on
the analytical perspectives developed by domestic public law studies regarding the conditions under
which these private norms created without democratic political processes can acquire legitimacy,
and explored the possibility of applying such analytical perspectives to the global level.
