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The Self-Administered Interview (SAl) is a questionnaire that eyewitnesses

report by handwriting about an event they witnessed. This study investigated the individual
differences in the effectiveness of the SAl, the effect of the SAl on delayed recall, and
suppression of false memory in the SAl. The results showed that (1) the effectiveness of the SAl
depended on the individual’ s cognitive style, (2) good drawers recalled well on both immediate and
delayed recall, and (3) in face-to-face interview, there was no difference in the amount of correct
memory between written and spoken report on both immediate and delayed recall. There was no
difference in the amount of false memory between experimental conditions in any of the studies, and
thus a certain amount of false memories was recalled as correct memories were recalled.
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
