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In civil actions, procedure is not necessarily a step to private legal
enforcement. In the United States in recent years, the terms which includes the waiver of class
actions and depends on arbitration in order to avoid a litigation for the dispute resolution of a
consumer contract, are included in the contract. In mass torts cases, however, disputes are solved
not by class actions but settlement agreement including compensation trust through multidistrict
litigation. Class actions are widely used in security fraud cases. When aiming at both keeping a
mechanism for a single and binding adjudication of multiple claimants’ rights, and compensating
each victim, a remedy will be left to a substantive law. In large-scaled dispute, substantive law
rather than procedure is the method for the private enforcement of relief satisfying each victim.
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
