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The main achievements of this research project are (1) an empirical analysis

of the relationship between deregulation and new entrants in the city gas industry. Based on a
survival time analysis, we analyzed the number of entrants in the city gas industry to assess the
business transfers from publicly owned businesses that occurred after deregulation. (2) Next, we
evaluated the effects of policies to promote photovoltaic (PV) power generation. We estimated the
supply-demand structure of PV systems and analyzed the long-term diffusion effects and
cost-effectiveness of subsidies and power purchase schemes. (3) We also published a textbook related
to industrial organization and wrote a column based on our previous research results, explaining
the differences and aims between competition policy and industrial policy in an easy-to-understand
manner .
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
