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This research focused on the Atlantic slave trade in the colonial period and

how the mechanisms and networks associated with the Atlantic trade continued into the early
republic era of the new nation. The ultimate aim was to point out that the basis of the domestic
slave trade that developed in the early 19th century American South had its origins in the colonial
period and its Atlantic trading structure. Funding from this grant allowed research on merchant
records and public treasury data from colonial South Carolina, and its findings were presented at
domestic conferences as well as global ones, such as the World Economic History Congress in 2018. In
addition, with the collaborative work with scholars in the US, several journal articles were
published based on the founding from these sources, specifically on mercantile networks of colonial
merchants in Charleston, South Carolina.
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
