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In East Asian countries, including Japan, where politics that combines
neo-conservatism and neo-liberalism develops beyond differences in systems, the minority social
movements are developed while negotiating with the norm of being a "good citizen" required by
dominant politics.

Through multifaceted and cross-area research on the practice of minority social movements, this
study clarified that it is necessary to overcome single issue politics and to collaborate across
nations and areas such as gender, sexuality, disability, poverty, youth and labor, for the future of

these movements.
