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The early Habermas®s concept of time and history, its development and the
relevance to contemporary critical theory
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The Structural Transformation of the Public Sphere, which was written by
Juergen Habermas and published in 1962, has come to be understood as a work falling into a tension
between the recognition of the disintegration of the public sphere and the hope for its
reconstruction. This study aimed to interpret it so that the tension could be resolved. The early
Habermas was influenced by the philosophy of Schelling. According to the Habermas®s interpretations
of Schelling, the corruption is caused by the abuse of the freedom of another god (=humanity) and
thus can be removed by this same god (=humanity). Insofar as The Structural Transformation of the
Public Sphere is structured by this logic, the tension mentioned above can be resolved.
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
