It is believed that the ability of veterans of correctional facilities to
appropriately engage in help-seeking behavior promotes reintegration into society when they return
to their local community. This study qualitatively and quantitatively clarified the factors that
promote help-seeking in relation to instructors in reformatories, the veterans’ families, friends,
and supporters after returning to their community, and how help-seeking promotes social
reintegration to the community. The qualitative and quantitative analyses showed that close social
support from semi-experts has an important role in encouraging help-seeking behavior.
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
