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Sound play in young children and its support in childcare: Focusing on the
relationship with the environment and human relationships
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The purpose of this study was to clarify how sound play of young children is

treated in child caregiver training programs from the perspective of "comprehensive instruction”.
First, (1) | pointed out the characteristics of human play by comparing with chimpanzees, and
clarified that the perspectives of the domain “ human relations” and the domain “ environment” are
important when focusing on human sound play. Next, (2) 1 confirmed that there is a discrepancy
between the actual situation and the philosophy of the Guideline for Kindergarten Education
regarding how to perceive play in childcare, and discussed how to improve this discrepancy. | also
pointed out that (3) there is confusion in the interpretation of “ environment,” which is
considered an important concept in childcare, and discussed the causes and improvement measures.
Based on the above, | analyzed (4) how sound play is treated in academic societies of childcare.
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
