A national survey on needs was conducted amon? school administrators and
school nurse teachers regarding the qualities and competencies of health and safety in teacher
preparation programs. The most common challenges experienced by principals in situations where
teachers dealt with the health and safety of students were dealing with students® developmental
disabilities, followed by the psychological care of students. In elementary schools, the highest
values were found for cooperation with parents (health), first aid for injuries, and cooperation
with parents (safety); in junior high schools, first aid for injuries, response to heat stroke, and
cooperation with parents (health); and in high schools, response to heat stroke, cooperation with
parents (health), and cooperation with other teachers (safety). Based on the understanding of those
contents, a curriculum for seven sessions was examined and learning materials (draft) were prepared.
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
